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Literacy


We will be continuing to practise recognising and writing our first name and ensuring we are using the correct formation.  Children will be encouraged to mark make in their play. For children going to Reception in September we will be continuing to have weekly phonics sessions to learn how to orally blend and segment. We continue to practice identifying rhyming words and alliteration. We will be looking closely at our pencil grip. 





Maths


Children in nursery will be continuing to 10, recognise numbers 5- 10 and count out amounts. We will continue to use words to describe shapes and name common 2d shapes. We will begin to represent numbers by writing them or using marks to represent them. We will continue to subitise objects and dot arrangements to 5. Finally, we will be playing a range of board games.

Communication and Language


The big focus this term is to develop children’s speech. Children will be encouraged to talk about their experiences in school and at home. We will continue to join in with repeated phrases. 
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Expressive Art and Design

We will be continuing building our junk modelling skills and exploring different joins which are most effective for our projects. 











Personal Social and Emotional Development
