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Maths


We will continue to count, recognise and order numbers to 10. Through practical activities children will be learning to: Say what is one more and less than a number. We will continue to develop our understanding of addition and subtraction. Children will be developing reasoning skills through puzzles and word problems and we will continue to explore 2D and 3D shapes. In addition, we will continue to develop how to form numbers correctly. 





Literacy


In Literacy this term we will continue to practise reading in a group and develop understanding through our Reading Practice. Children continue to write words and simple sentences that are phonetically spelt and can be read by themselves and others. When writing we will continue to remember to use a capital letter, finger spaces and full stops. In phonics, we will be continuing with Phase 3 and then moving onto Phase 4. Children will become confident in writing their first and second names from memory. Children will continue to access the Library weekly.

Physical Development


Our PE days will be a Tuesday and Friday. In P.E, we will practise ball skills and team games in preparation for Sport’s Day. We will continue to practise developing fine motor and gross motor skills through different activities around the classroom and outside.

Children will continue to have access to the Interactive Whiteboard and our class laptops. We will begin to use a keyboard to spell our names. This term we will be exploring Beebots.

Expressive Art and Design


We will be continuing to have a range of role play themed areas based on children’s interests. We will be encouraging children to play in a group, introducing storylines to their play and keeping play going by extending ideas. We will be thinking and talking about how we can make our models better next time. We will be exploring and changing the sound of instruments. We will use junk modelling equipment to create our own.  We will look at the artwork from the Artists, Vincent Van Gogh and Henry Matisse. 











Communication and Language


During Plan, Do, Review we will listen and ask questions of others, as well as explaining our ideas in detail. We will be continuing to develop our language skills, talking in full sentences using the correct tenses. We will learn new topic vocabulary and use it correctly to show our understanding. 











Understanding the World


Over the term we will be making observations on flowers and minibeasts. In our garden we will be planting vegetables and fruit. We will be learning about fruit and vegetables and how to keep a healthy diet. Reception will go on a minibeast hunt around the school grounds. The children will explore different modes of transport, life under the sea and going on holiday. We will be exploring Kings and Queens. Finally, we will look over the past year in Reception and how much progress we have made. 





Personal Social and Emotional Development


This term we will be learning to resolve conflict ourselves, by finding a compromise.  We will be continuing to play in a group, listening to others’ ideas. We will be taking part in Mindfulness activities to help us to relax and recharge our brain! Children will discuss how we can be a good friend. We will slowly begin transition days for the children moving into Year One.  








How to support your child at home


Encourage your child to read simple words and sentences. Ask your child questions to develop their understanding about what they have read.


Practise writing sentences, lists and keeping a weekend diary to develop writing in a sentence using finger spaces. 


Practise letter formation and number formation. 


Practise recognising numbers past 20. For example, reading house numbers and bus numbers when in the local environment.
